I am very concerned about the Welfare Benefit Reform Bill, which could result in my DLA being cut, should this occur I will struggle to cope financially. I believe that the Bill needs to be changed so disabled people do not suffer further poverty and isolation. I would be grateful if you could raise my concerns in the House of Lords. 
My local Deaf and disabled people’s organisation is closing due to lack of funding, so I am losing support that I rely on.  I am facing cuts in my social care budgets.  The proposals in the Welfare Reform Bill will increase this lack of support. The parts of Bill that I believe need urgent change are:  
· Twenty per cent cut in the number of people receiving DLA. 
· Limiting contribution-related employment support allowance to 365 days.   
· Housing benefit cap.

Should my DLA be cut I will find it difficult to manage financially. The Welfare Reform Bill needs to change so many disabled people do not experience an increase in poverty. I ask you to raise this concern during the debate in House of Lords.
