Trade unions and community activists are in the mother and father of all battles to defend the public services we all depend upon, and to defend the welfare benefits that vulnerable workers deserve. It is arguable that it is disabled workers and their families that will suffer the deepest cuts. There are lots of people who are angry, and very many who are willing to fight for the kind of world we believe in, but leadership, organisation, communication and networking are vital in this time of struggle. 
We must not be the first generation to pass on to our children a world that is actually worse than the one we lived in. We have an obligation to fight for a better way.

This training day is designed for disabled trade unionists in London, the South East and the East of England who want to sharpen their campaign skills so that they can contribute more effectively to campaigns as part of the struggle for social justice for all in the coming months.

The training will comprise two sessions, one dealing with ‘media and communications’ and the second looking at ‘building alliances using organising and campaign skills’. Participants will be split into two groups, working on one topic in the morning and the second in the afternoon. The sessions will be taught by professional tutors.
Attendance will be strictly limited to a maximum of 24 participants. We want to add to the skills of people who are determined to actively oppose the Government’s economic and social policies and who wish to expose the effects of those policies on people’s lives. 
This is a training event and participants will need to ‘get stuck in’, this will not be talk and chalk. This event is for activists, not armchair campaigners. Registration and coffee will be served from 10am. The sessions will start promptly at 10.15am. The day will finish at 4pm. Lunch will be provided.

We will send a ‘scenario paper’ in advance about a current example of a cut in services to participants and they will be asked to do some preparatory work relating to the scenario to bring to the training day. The training will include mock interviews with a professional journalist ‘to microphone’.

This training is provided free by SERTUC, lunch will be provided, but we cannot pay expenses. You union might pay travelling expenses, you will need to contact them to determine this.
